The PINCO Food Show provides the showcase to present quality products and services to PINCO’s 37 Member Districts, their Students and School Stakeholders. The items we see and sample help in the Cooperative’s award and agreement process to build PINCO’s Buying Guide for the 2020-2021 school year. PINCO will be soliciting bids on USDA Chicken, Beef, Pork, Turkey and other USDA Commodities for processing. PINCO will also be accepting bids on commercially purchased foods through third-party distribution and direct through PINCO.

We want to see it all! PINCO Districts purchase USDA commodity processed items as well as commercial items to complement each District’s menu plan. Last year, PINCO Districts served over 58 million breakfasts, lunches, snacks and supper through sponsorship of the NSLP. The products presented and sampled must have all nutritional-specification sheets and Buy American provision certification information available to participants. The PINCO Food Show has the largest student participation of any vendor show in California. Students and Member District Scoring is used by Pinco’s Bid Committee in the vetting/award process.

The PINCO Food Show has sold-out over the past five years, so get your registration in SOON! Tables are $450.00 and reserved on a first come, first served basis. After November 2nd, the table price becomes $500.00 per table and subject to availability.  
Vendor set-up for tables and displays begins at 12:00 PM on Wednesday, December 4, 2019. This year’s Food Show will in the Van Dam Pavilion at the Fairgrounds. PINCO will provide a refrigerated truck for storage with ice available at the fairgrounds.  The Fairgrounds kitchen facility is available to Food Show participants. FREQUENTLY ASKED QUESTIONS
Is there electricity at the show?
Yes, but you may still need to bring a heavy duty extension cord (30 amp is preferred).  Regular “house type” cords and power strips are NOT acceptable.

Will there be ice available?
Yes, the fairgrounds has an ice machine available on the day of the show.

Will I be able to use the kitchen?

Yes, but you must provide your own supplies (foil, pans, utensils, seasonings, etc.) and you MUST clean up after yourselves.  PINCO/Food Service staff will monitor the area and provide approved cleaning products.
All support equipment provided by PINCO or Antelope Valley Fairgrounds are subject to proper use and expected to be left/returned in the condition issued.  Damage to any equipment will be at the vendors’ cost.

Can I send product to the show before I arrive?

You may send product to our warehouse at: PINCO, 3019 16th St., Bakersfield, CA  93301 and it should be clearly marked “FOOD SHOW SAMPLES”.  The items sent to the warehouse must arrive by Tuesday, December 03, 2019. They will be brought to the fairgrounds on Wednesday around 2:00 p.m. on our refrigerated truck.  
PLEASE DO NOT SEND ANYTHING TO THE FAIRGROUNDS ADDRESS.  We cannot guarantee its Delivery.
Can I make a special request on my table location?
Yes, but decisions are made on a case by case basis.

How many Attendees?

Traditionally we estimate between 200-350 Attendees (Member Districts, Students, School Administration).

Is there a PINCO Food Show “Theme?”
No, so you may decorate your table any way you like so long as you don’t encroach on another Vendor’s area.

Do I need to bring nutritionals, price sheets or other documentation?

Yes, they are required and are very important for PINCO Member Districts when making decisions for menu placement and upcoming bids.
